Who will deliver the  

materials? 

 

Materials will be delivered by 

trained volunteers or by library 

staff. 

 

 

How often will materials be 

delivered? 

 

You will determine the fre-

quency of delivery from one-

time-only to monthly.  All mate-

rials will be checked out to you 

for a four week period. 

 

 

Can I renew materials? 

 

You may renew materials once, 

for an additional four week pe-

riod.  However, renewals cannot 

be placed if there are holds on 

an item.
